Oldenburg Group wins $200M in LCS work

Oldenburg Group Inc., a Glendale supplier of to the defense, mining, en-
ergy and architectural lighting industries, has been selected to produce
material handling systems for the U.S. Navy's littoral combat ship program
under contracts that could be worth more than $200 million.

Oldenburg will design and build cranes, launch and recovery systems, lift
platforms and hatch covers for both shipyards that are producing the
ships: Marinette Marine Corp. in Marinette and Austal USA in Alabama.
The two shipbuilders were recently awarded U.S. Navy orders for 10 litto-
ral combat ships apiece. The ships are a new class of shallow water war-
ship.

The Navy still expects to build 55 to 60 ships. Oldenburg said its work
could exceed $200 million over the life of the program.
